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Mid-States Companies, located and head-
quartered in Nevada, lowa, is in the final
stages of its most recent expansion effort:
A 9,000-square-foot administrative office
building that is intended to bring together
their range of businesses and services
under one roof. The expansion is the latest
in a long line of reinvestment projects for
the company.

Kevin Vier, President and Chief Executive
Officer of Mid-States Companies, is a Ne-
vada native and grew up in a family-owned
construction business with his father.
Through V&H Construction, he had his
first opportunity to sell a grain bin dryer.
"At the time, | wanted the opportunity to
work on larger projects,” said Vier, thinking
back to the origins of Mid-States.

In 2001, he founded Mid-States Mill-
wrights & Builders (MMB) after work-

ing for and eventually purchasing Lint
Millwright in Nevada. Over the next two
decades, Mid-States expanded from five
employees and a 50x70 shop, to a com-
pany that now employs over 80 people
and includes millwright services, struc-
tural steel fabrication, material handling
equipment, cranes and trucking services,
as well as engineering and design services.
Today, both of his sons, Austin and Riley,
are helping to lead the company, Austin as
Chief Operating Officer and Riley as Vice
President of Marketing & Development.

“Our business has been fortunate to scale
in steps,” said Riley, acknowledging the
history of the company that he grew up

in. Since 2001, Mid-
States Companies
has grown in scope
and now occupies
over 139,000 square
feet of manufacturing
space in Nevada.

In the mid-2000s,

the supply chain of procuring equipment
slowed with the ethanol boom. “Since

we couldn’t get equipment in a timely
manner,” Vier said, “we realized that we
might as well start manufacturing our own
equipment. This was when we first started
making our own catwalk, towers, plat-
forms, structural steel and soon after, our
lines of material handling equipment.”

In 2010, they built a 14,000-square-

foot manufacturing facility and officially
launched Mid-States Material Handling
and Fabrication. The company supported
the millwright division by providing struc-
tures and material handling equipment.

In the years that followed, the expan-
sions continued to keep up with the
demand. A 34,000 square-foot addition
was announced in 2017, followed by a
40,000-square-foot addition to the facility
as new product lines were developed and
additional demand grew. By 2021, the
company had built up a fleet of cranes and
trucks that were used for MMB projects
and launched Mid-States Crane and Truck-
ing to provide those services to external
customers. Finally, in May of this year,
Mid-States started Mid-States Design

of Mid-States Companies

& Engineering and brought professional
engineering services in-house and created
a space for all their existing drafting and
design staff to be under one roof.

“We are now vertically integrated from de-
sign and engineering, to manufacturing, to
millwright services, to crane and trucking,”
said Vier. “We are a one-stop shop for our
clients, which is notable as we have more
control over the services and products we
provide.”

Mid-States Companies is an economic
development success story that reinforces
the importance of supporting local expan-
sion projects and how that can positively
impact a community. They operate nation-
wide across 34 states from California to
New York. In addition to their own employ-
ees, they manage the same number across
project sites.

“At Mid-States Companies, it's all about
the people,” said Vier. “We have been
blessed with not only family, but also great
leaders and dedicated employees across
our various operations. It's great to be able
to grow this company in Nevada where |
and the rest of my family grew up.”

Denny Thompson is about to get to his favorite part of any
construction project.

After around 700 volunteer hours put in working on the

upstairs apartments in the Camelot Theater building, Denny

said the “finish work" is about to begin.

“Cabinets, trim, doors, floor coverings, mechanicals,” he
said. “The structures are done. Now it's time to make them
pretty.”

Denny's volunteer spirit and construction background have
been a godsend to the Camelot Theater Foundation, a board
he now sits on, as does his wife, Nancy.

“I've never been much of a board/meeting person,” Denny
admitted, “but it (working with the board and the apart-
ments project) keeps me busy and keeps my mind active.
I've also enjoyed the people.”

Denny's wife has served on the Foundation board longer
than her husband, and it was her involvement that linked
him to the theater.

"The theater men's bathroom had a toilet sitting with no
floor underneath. It was basically just a stand pipe, and they
were getting ready to have their first event. So, Nancy asked
if I could go in and help John Beals with the bathroom work.
That's how it started,” Denny said.

From there, Denny volunteered for more, which has found
him being the main person involved in reframing and work-
ing on both apartments, one on the second floor and the
other on the third.

The biggest challenge with the work, he said, is the age of
the theater. “It's an old building. The main structure of the
building is really sound, very good. But, some of these up-
stairs spaces were left unattended for a lot of years, leaving
a lot of rot and windows that were rotting."

So, there was ample amount of demo work, then reframing
the one-bedroom apartments. Denny is excited to make
them both into livable spaces, and he hopes that if all the
sub-contractors can be scheduled in a timely manner, most
of the work on finishing may be completed yet this fall.

“The best thing about these apartments is location,” he
said. “My wife and | actually watched the July 4th fireworks
from one of the third-floor windows, and we had a nice light
breeze and a beautiful view.”

Redoing the steps that lead to the apartments was a neces-

sary project and one that was recently completed. Denny
needed someone to help on this project and brought in
Chad Ullmann of Ullmann Construction. “Chad is new to
the community,” and was looking, Denny said, for a way to
volunteer. Chad has helped with the stairs and a few other
parts of the project since joining forces with Denny.

Denny, Chad and some of the other subcontractors have
given volunteer time, especially in labor, even though some
things, like materials needed, have been paid to them. But
Denny has spent, by far, the most volunteer time on this
project.

Sometimes, he admitted, he thinks about all the time he's
committed and all the other things he should be doing, but
he doesn't regret the hours. “It's like every house I've been
involved with building. There's a little bit of pride because
you're leaving something to the future. I'm going to always
come back (to the theater) and remember this place.”

For now, he'll keep plugging away at the work that still needs
to be done, and he'll continue his service on the Foundation
Board, helping wherever needed as the theater portion of
the building is eventually renovated.

“I don't ever want to slow down. | was a hyperactive child,
and if | slow down, | might not ever get back up.”

REYNOLDS AWARDED

Nevada Fire Chief Ray Reynolds re-

ceived the 2024 Ex-

cellence in Fire and P

Life Safety Award |
L

at the International
Association of Fire
Chiefs Fire-Res-

cue International
Conference & Expo,
held in Dallas, Texas
in August.

The award honors fire and life safety
professionals for their leadership, ser-
vice, and support of model fire codes
and standards.

Following two fatal fires in the City of
Nevada in 2022 and 2023, Reynolds
identified a disturbing upward trend

in community and firefighter risk from
fires caused by people smoking while
using supplemental oxygen in their
homes. In the 2022 fire, a 74-year-old
woman was pulled from her home alive
with severe burns but succumbed to
her injuries the next day. The 2023 fire
claimed the life of a 73-year-old male
and severely burned two family mem-
bers. Cigarette smoking and home
oxygen concentrators were factors

in both fires. These tragic incidents
spurred Reynolds to organize and lead
a national initiative to reduce the risks
of fires involving home oxygen therapy
and oxygen concentrators.

Modeling a successful approach previ-
ously implemented by the Department
of Veterans Affairs, Reynolds began
advocating for the use of thermal fus-
es, otherwise known as fire breaks, in
oxygen tubing both at the oxygen con-
centrator and near the patient to help
stem the rash of home oxygen fires

in the City of Nevada and throughout
lowa. Reynolds' efforts were central

in convincing lowa's Department of
Health and Human Services to publish
and distribute information on thermal
fuses to Medicaid patients and home

medical equipment suppliers.

As a member of the IAFC Fire and

Life Safety Section Board of Directors,
Reynolds has elevated advocacy for
using thermal fuses with oxygen tubing
with the nation’s fire service. He has
delivered presentations to fire and

life safety educators, regulators, and
federal policymakers with the Centers
for Medicare and Medicaid Services
in Washington, DC. Additionally,
Reynolds served as a member of the
International Code Council's Fire Code
Action Committee from 2017-2023
where he developed code proposals
that enhanced the fire and life safe-

ty requirements of the International
Codes.

The City congratulates Reynolds on
this prestigious honor.

City to place public safety sign

On Aug. 27, two Nevada City Streets Department employees
helped a group of Leadership Nevada students celebrate the
installation of a new "flashing pedestrian sign" at the curve
where W 3rd Street meets West | Avenue (by the old Billy
Sunday baseball field location).

Leadership Nevada, a program facilitated by Main Street
Nevada, |A, divides students into small groups to develop
projects that benefit the community. The community better-
ment project is part of the “course work" for the Leadership
program.

According to participant Terence Beaston, members of this

group took turns sitting and counting both cars and commu-
nity members, especially young soccer players, who were
impacted by the safety concerns at this street crossing in
the community. Feeling there was a need for something to
slow traffic down, they brainstormed the flashing lights sign
idea, raised funds to purchase one, and worked with City
officials to make the sign a reality.
